Whole Class reading or small group guided reading will take place each day and will include a range of non-fiction texts to support their learning across the curriculum in addition to our class book. ‘Kensuke’s Kingdom’
	Throughout the year the children will be focusing on mental maths, and instant recall, including times tables ready for the MTC test. This half term see the last push to attain instant recall of all tables facts to 12 x 12 ready for the assessment that takes place after half term.

The focus for core Maths lessons will be… Position, Symmetry and Time

	We will sort materials into solids, liquids, and gases. We will watch how some materials change state when they are heated or cooled. We will find out the temperature this happens at, measured in degrees Celsius (°C).
We will learn about the water cycle:
Evaporation – water turns into gas when it gets warm. Condensation – gas turns back into liquid when it cools. We will see how temperature changes can make evaporation happen faster or slower.
